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BACKGROUND: 

 

Priority setting is one of the most important issues in a health research system, and no 

health system, especially in developing countries, can afford to pay for every research 

they want to do. Difficult decisions must be made as the gap increases between the need 

for health system research and the amount of money available to provide them. 

 

To compose this priority setting, the Policy Planning Division of the Ministry of Health 

(MOH), contacted all the Departments, Divisions, Sections and other stakeholders under 

the MOH. All stakeholders were requested to propose their priorities. These areas were 

then ratified formally by the MOH. 

 

Composing a priority list for research enables research and development agencies, funding 

bodies and other international actors to respect these priorities in funding and conducting 

research.
